OUTREACH INITIATIVES
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The following outreach initiatives were completed by the SEU during the
reporting period:

A.

Management /EEO Training Programs:

The Salem Vice President of Human Resources conducts monthly HR
Network Training sessions via teleconference and power point
presentations, which includes review of EEO policies and compliance.
The SEU’s H.R. representative participates in these training sessions
each month and then routinely communicates with the SEU’s General
Manager and other management team members to keep all employees
apprised of the company and SEU’s policy on equal employment.
