OUTREACH INITIATIVES
The following outreach initiatives were completed by the SEU during the
reporting period:

A. Job Fair Participation: Station staff members attended various job fairs
in-person and met prospective applicants. The staff members provided
attendees with information about job opportunities and discussed general
employment at the station unit as a whole.

B. Management Training: The Salem VP of Human Resources conducts
monthly HR Network Training sessions via teleconference and Powerpoint
presentations, which includes review of EEO policies and compliance. The
SEU’s Office Manager participates in these training sessions each month and
then routinely communicates with the SEU’s General Manager and other
management team members to keep all employees apprised of the company and
SEU’s policy on equal employment.

C. Community Events to Inform Public of Broadcasting Employment
Opportunities: On 01/23/2024 and 01/25/2024 WMCA & WNYM sponsored
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and organized two in-person events held to inform the public about employment
in broadcasting. The events were sponsored by, organized, and promoted by the
station employment unit (SEU). At these events, the SEU announced job
opportunities and provided information on applying online for those positions.
Additionally, the SEU conducted open conversations with selected managers and
answered questions about station employment. The participants discussed the
job opportunities available in broadcasting.
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
